My Dear Saint Maryôs Parish Family, 
 

Greetings in the name of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ! 
 

It seems as if we just celebrated the incarnation of our Lord and now Easter is right 

around the corner. Can you believe that Holy Week is upon us?  

 

I suppose that one reason these past three months have flown by for me is that I had 

been recovering from my accident in which I ruptured the bicep tendon in my left arm 

and had to have surgery to reattach it to my left elbow. I am happy to report that after a 

very bumpy two months healing is now going extremely well. While my arm is not back 

to 100% my surgeon and physical therapist both agree that I will continue to improve 

through normal exercise and use in the coming months. Thank you all for the many 

prayers and cards!  

 

Holy Week begins with Palm Sunday (also known as Passion Sunday) when we will 

bless and distribute palm branches and participate in the dramatic reading of the Passion 

Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Saint Matthew at all three weekend 

services (Saturday at 6:30pm, Sunday at 8:00am and Sunday at 10:30am).  On Holy 

Tuesday and Holy Wednesday Morning Prayer (also known as Matins) will be offered 

in the church at 9:30am. On Maundy Thursday at 6:30pm we will celebrate the gift of 

the Holy Eucharist by beginning this service with a very festive "High Mass" 

celebration. Following the example of our Lord Jesus at the Last Supper, Fr. Michael 

will invite all who are present to come to the altar after the distribution of Holy 

Communion so that he may wash the feet of Jesus' disciples. After the Foot Washing we 

move to the very somber and moving Stripping of the Altar when the Reserve 

Sacrament is removed from the tabernacle, the sanctuary portion of the church is 

stripped bare, and the stripped altar is washed. The lights are extinguished and the 

congregation leaves the church in silence. Following this service there will be an all-

night vigil in the church until sunrise. Perhaps you feel called to "watch with our Lord for an hour" or more this night. 

Good Friday Services begin at 6:30pm with a somber and penitential service that begins with Holy Communion from the 

Reserve Sacrament (also known as The Mass of the Pre-sanctified). This portion of the service will last about 30 minutes. 

After distribution of Holy Communion, Fr. Michael will remind us of the Passion Gospel starting with Jesus' Agony in the 

Garden and finishing with His death on the Cross. We will then follow Jesus on a spiritual journey mediating on the Way 

of the Cross as we listen to a special and very moving recorded version of the Stations of the Cross. This portion of the 

service will last about an hour. Following the Stations of the Cross Fr. Michael and Peppy will serve a light supper of 

soup, salad, and bread. After this light meal, all who wish to will gather in the Bishop Rivera Education Center for a 

viewing of the The Passion of the Christ. You are invited to participate in all or any portion of the events offered this 

evening. On Holy Saturday the Great Easter Vigil will be celebrated at 6:30pm. The Great Easter Vigil is the Easter Eve 

equivalent of the Christmas Eve Midnight Mass. During this service we will bless the New Fire, bless and light the Paschal 

Candle, be sprinkled with newly blessed Holy Water in remembrance of our baptism ("The Asperges") as we renew our 

Baptismal Vows, and participate in a festive "High Mass" celebration of the Holy Eucharist. This service will be according 

to the Traditional 1928 Book of Common Prayer and the Anglican Missal. Fellowship follows the service. And finally, on 

Easter Sunday Morning at 8:00am and 10:30am a "High Mass" celebration of the Holy Eucharist will occur at 8:00am and 

10:30am. Both services will be Rite II according to the 1979 Book of Common Prayer. The 8:00am service will be 

celebrated without music. The 10:30am service will be celebrated with traditional and contemporary music. The 10:30am

I do hope that you will plan to participate in many of the worship opportunities available during this very special and very 

holy time of the year. We are each called to renew our lives with Christ as we approach the gift of new life in Christ Jesus. 

He is the way, the truth, and the life! Whoever believes in Him shall have eternal life! Share this incredible truth with 

someone this Holy Week and invite someone to join you on your Holy Week journey! 

 

I can hardly believe it but Easter morning marks the one year point of my arrival at Saint Maryôs. While it seems like 

Peppy, Andrew, and I have been a part of the Saint Maryôs Family forever, this past year certainly has flown by. In the past 

year Saint Maryôs has experience growth in holiness and in numbers. God truly has blessed us as new faces continue to join 

our parish family in worship and fellowship each week. Weekend attendance now averages between 75 and 80 people, our 

Healing Service continues to minister to an average of 12 to 15 people each month, Sunday School (adult and youth) is 

going strong, Youth Group continues to grow, mid-week opportunities for worship during Lent have been well attended 

(daily Morning Prayer and Stations of the Cross on Friday evenings), and mid-week Bible Study continues to reach many. 

These are just a few of the many ways that we God at work here at Saint Maryôs! 

 

This past fall eight women from our parish came together and established the Saint Maryôs Chapter of the Order of the 

Daughters of the Holy Cross (ñDHCò). The eight women are; Maryann Ratchford (President), Jane Lehman (Vice 

President), Cindy Shaheen (Secretary), Kathy Cabbiness (Treasurer), Barbara Davis, Charyce Hatler, Peppy Sclafani, and 

Jennifer Ward. I am the Chaplain for this chapter. The DHC is a lay-order dedicated to daily prayer, study, service, and 

evangelism. The DHC meets monthly in the Bp. Rivera Education Center for prayer, study, fellowship, and to discuss 

evangelism and service through outreach in our local community. All women are invited to consider joining the DHC. To 

learn more contact Maryann at the office or attend a DHC meeting as a guest. Meetings take place on the 1st Tuesday of 

each month at 4:30pm.   

 

Saint Maryôs has also been blessed in welcoming the Rev. Deacon Jane Williams to our parish. Dcn. Jane has been a 

deacon in our diocese for the past eight years. She comes to us from Good Shepherd Anglican Church in Reedley. Her 

ministry is broad and wide and includes a monthly worship service at Poverello House. In addition to serving with me on 

Saturdays and Sundays as the Deacon of the Mass, Dcn. Jane preaches the weekend of the third Sunday of the month. As 

the Parish Deacon she also oversees our Sunday School programs (preschool, elementary, Confirmation prep, and adult 

forum).  We are blessed to have Dcn. Jane as part of our parish family. If you havenôt already done so please be sure to 

extend a personal and warm welcome to her. Please consider making a donation to her discretionary account (which is 

totally funded by donations). You might also consider inviting her to supper so that you can get to know each other better. 

Clergy LOVE being invited to supper (hint-hint!).  

 

I want to share with you that each month I meet with about twenty pastors from different churches in Southeast Fresno. We 

meet for fellowship and prayer. This group is called the S.E. Pastors Cluster. A few of these pastors and I have also begun 

meeting weekly at Saint Maryôs for more specific and focused prayer. In particular pray for Saint Maryôs and for the other 

churches in the Sunnyside community. We also pray for the specific needs of the clergy. This prayer and fellowship time 

has been a blessing to me and to our parish. One of the pastors who participates in this prayer time is Pastor Sam Sarkissian. 

Pastor Sam is pastor of the Grove Community Church which meets at Fancher Creek Elementary School each Sunday. I am 

very pleased to share with you that a new mid-week daytime Womenôs Bible Study is being offered at Saint Maryôs in the 

Bp. Rivera Education Center. The study is led by a member of The Grove, but is open to all women from Saint Maryôs. In 

fact, the study is open to all women period. It takes place on Wednesday mornings from 9:00am until 10:30am and 

childcare is available.  About a dozen women are currently attending this study. Call the office for more information. 

 

I am excited to share with you that Saint Maryôs and The Grove together will be offering a five-day Vacation Bible School 

(ñVBSò) this summer! VBS will take place at Saint Maryôs and will be coordinated by both Peppy Sclafani (from Saint 

Maryôs) and Melissa Bergen (from The Grove). The theme will be Egypt. The Grove has between 30 and 40 kids that are 

VBS age and so between The Grove, Saint Maryôs, and the local neighborhoods we are anticipating a very active and 

successful VBS. There is much work that needs to be done (setting up each day; decorating; making costumes; staffing each 

shop and tent in the ñEgyptian Villageò with Egyptians, Israelites, and Christians; coordinating games and activities; and 

cleaning up each day) and so many volunteers are needed. While we are hoping that our Youth Group will be volunteering 

we also need you to volunteer. Please consider volunteering your time and talent to this very important ministry. VBS is a 

fun and important to way reach out to our younger youth within our churches as well as within our neighborhoods. The 

exact dates for VBS will be announced soon. If you are willing to volunteer to help please let Peppy know as soon as 

possible.

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John Bunyan 
 

For many people, John Bunyan (1628ï1688) is an enigma. A statue of Bunyan as a denominational figure adorns 

the headquarters of the Baptist Union in Great Britain; yet Bunyan is claimed also by the Congregationalists.     

During his lifetime, his denominational affiliation, at best, was misunderstood. 

 

A tinker by trade, Bunyan in his early life was a blasphemous, profane individual known for his misdeeds in his 

native Elstow in Bedfordshire. His stint in the Parliamentary Army (1644ï1647) probably did little to improve his 

behavior, though it did expose him to Baptists and others who took their religious profession seriously. About 1653 

he experienced a conversion and sought believerôs baptism from Andrew Gifford, pastor of a Particular Baptist 

church in Bedford. 

 

In the later 1650s Bunyan began to preach publicly and was well received for his abilities to make gospel truths 

plain and to put his hearers under the spell of his stories. When King Charles II was restored to the throne in 1660, 

nonconformist preachers came under renewed persecution, and Bunyan was imprisoned. During his twelve-year 

confinement, he read extensively and wrote some of his most famous works, including Grace Abounding to the 

Chiefest of Sinners. When he was released in 1672, he became more active in the church and succeeded Gifford as 

pastor. 

 

For the remainder of Bunyanôs career, though he served as a highly gifted pastor and achieved renown as a writer, 

he was a problem for many Baptists who desired sharply defined distinctions when it came to the ordinances.   

Bunyan, while he owned baptism to be Godôs ordinance, ñwould not make an idol of it.ò This meant that Bunyan 

would not deny anyone participation in the Lordôs Supper because that person lacked the proper baptism. Early in 

1673 Bunyan pressed his viewpoint in a book titled Differences in Judgement About Water Baptism No Bar to 

Communion, which irritated many of the Particular Baptists. But Bunyan, and his church after him, remained 

steadfast in the open Communion stance and maintained fellowship with both Baptists and Congregationalists. 

 

His chief literary work, The Pilgrims Progress (1678), is a classic in English literature. An allegory that narrates 

the difficult path of ñChristianò through the Slough of Despond, the Valley of the Shadow of Death, and Vanity 

Fair to the Celestial City, Pilgrims Progress is an account of the Christian experience, perhaps Bunyanôs own. En 

route, the main character encounters unforgettable folk like Worldly Wiseman, Talkative, and Facing-both-Ways. 

Many literary critics believe that the places and figures in the epic are but a mirror of Bunyanôs Bedfordshire with 

an ironic twist of the authorôs sense of humor. Whatever the case, within ten years of its publication more than a 

dozen reprintings were called for, and the book has now been printed in over one hundred languages and is second 

in sales only to the Bible as the all time best seller.

Eastern Orthodoxy: Did You Know? 
 

Little -known or fascinating facts about Eastern Orthodoxy 
Daniel B. Clendenin 

 

The Orthodox Church is not a single church but rather a family of 13 "autocephalous," or self-governing, churches. 

They are united in their understanding of the sacraments, doctrine, liturgy, and church government, but each       

administers its own affairs. 

 

The head of each autocephalous church is called a "patriarch" or "metropolitan." The patriarch of Constantinople 

(that is, Istanbul, Turkey) is considered the "ecumenical," or universal, patriarch. He enjoys special honor but no 

power to interfere with the 12 other Orthodox communions. 

 

Many Westerners have been confused about Orthodoxy's distinct identity. In the American armed services, military 

identification tags of enlisted Orthodox believers once bore the inscription "Protestant." On the other hand, some 

western theologians have dismissed Orthodoxy outright. Nineteenth-century church historian Adolf von Harnack 

wrote, "The Orthodox Church is in her entire structure alien to the gospel and represents a perversion of the    

Christian religion, its reduction to the level of pagan antiquity." 

 

The Orthodox Church claims to be the one, true church of Christ. Orthodox thinkers debate the spiritual status of 

Roman Catholics and Protestants, and a few still consider them heretics. 

 

The doctrine of justification by faith is virtually absent from the history and theology of Orthodoxy. Rather,        

Orthodoxy emphasizes theosis (literally, "divinization"), the gradual process by which Christians become more and 

more like Christ. 

 

The Orthodox have experienced more brutal and lasting persecution than any other Christian body. Under Soviet 

atheism, for example, communists closed 98 percent of the Orthodox churches in Russia, as well as 1,000         

monasteries and 60 seminaries. Between 1917 and the outbreak of World War II, some 50,000 Orthodox priests 

were martyred. 

 

Orthodox Christians number about 215 million worldwide, with about 5.6 million in the United States. This makes 

American Orthodoxy about the size of the Presbyterian Church (PCUSA) and the Episcopal Church together. 

 

In the last decades, many Protestants have converted to Eastern Orthodoxy. In 1987 former Campus Crusade for 

Christ staffer Peter Gillquist led 2,000 evangelicals in joining the Antiochian Orthodox Church. Another well-

known   convert is Franky Schaeffer, son of the late apologist Francis Schaeffer. 

 

Orthodox worship can last two or more hours. Since Orthodox churches do not usually have pews, worshipers   

variously stand, kneel, and lie prostrate, depending on what the liturgy calls for. Many Orthodox churches still   

follow the Julian calendar, authorized by Julius Caesar and used in Europe and the Mediterranean through the   

Middle Ages. Western churches adhere to the Gregorian calendar, Pope Gregory XIII's 1582 revision of the Julian. 

Because the Julian calendar now runs 13 days behind the Gregorian, many Orthodox celebrate holy days almost 

two weeks after the West. 

 

The five largest Orthodox churches in the world are: 

ǒ Russian (70 to 100 million) 

ǒ Romanian (15 million) 

ǒ Greek (13 million) 

ǒ Serbian (8 million) 

ǒ Bulgarian (8 million)

1 1/2 cups nuts finely chopped

Our parish    

family is blessed to have members who love to sing 

praises to our Lord, and who also play various           

instruments including the beautiful Grand Piano located 

in our sanctuary. As a result we have a wonderful 

blended style Music Ministry. Coffee Fellowship in our 

Hospitality Room follows each worship service. We also 

offer a Healing Service with laying-on of hands,   

anointing with oil, and Holy Communion from the    

Reserve Sacrament the third Friday of every month at 

6:30pm. Fridays during Advent we offer Evening Prayer 

in the Church at 6:30pm, and Fridays during Lent we 

offer Stations of the Cross in the Church at 6:30pm.
