bring it to a boil and boil for 8 minutes exactl
stirring constantly to avoid scorching. Pour
over nuts in pan. Lay chocolate bars on top.| As
the chocolate bars start to melt, spread them
evenly over butter/sugar mixture in the pan.
Sprinkle remaining nuts over the chocolate.
Mark into squares immediately. Cool, then
break candy into marked pieces.
